DACA
This morning, Attorney General Jeff Sessions announced that the Trump administration will end the Deferred 

Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) program, which has deferred deportations for those who came to 

the United States as young immigrants. Congress has been asked to come up with a legislative solution by 

the time the policy expires. The decision could affect roughly 800,000 young people who came to the U.S. 

illegally as children. While the ultimate fate of DACA and its protections are unknown, the Immigrant Legal 

Resource Center has provided a timely community advisory: What Do I Need to Know If the DACA Program 

Ends? A new UNM website, undocumented.unm.edu is under development and will go live by next week. 

This website will serve as a centralized repository for support and resources for our undocumented students 

and their families. It will include information regarding admissions, enrollment and financial aid, campus and 

community resources, legal support, donations and fundraising, and legislative action. Look to this website 

for updates about DACA, upcoming events, and for FAQs of university policies and procedures regarding 

federal immigration enforcement. In the meantime, until the undocumented.unm.edu website is live, you can 

find more information here.
